The regular meeting of the Danvers Board of Selectmen was held on Tuesday, May 19, 2015, at 7:00 P.M., in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 4 – 0 to approve the Minutes of May 7, 2015.

No new public business was brought forth.
The Board was requested to consider an appointment to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted 4 – 0 to appoint Kenneth Scholes to a three year term as an alternate member of the Zoning Board of Appeals.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted 4 – 0 to accept gifts in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 44, §53A for Swamp Walk repairs.

The Board was in receipt of a request by Erik Jeter for the Honorable Few.com to hang a banner over High Street August 3-16.  Mr. Jeter was present on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 4 – 0 to approve this application.

A public hearing was held on the application of Jeremy and Tracie Dalton, d/b/a Boston’s First Response, 24 Hyde Street, Danvers, for a license to travel on all streets in the Town of Danvers, to provide Livery transportation on a reservation basis, only.  Mr. and Mrs. Dalton were present on behalf of their application.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 4 – 0 to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Langlais and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted 4 – 0 to approve the application.

A public hearing was held on the application of Topp Salad, LLC, Adam Pantazelos, Manager, 194 Endicott Street, for a Common Victualler’s License at that location.  Mr. Pantazelos was present on behalf of his application.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 4 – 0 to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve the application.

The Board heard an update from Bill Nolan of the Rotary Club on the Danvers Farmers’ Market, and indicated that there would be approximately 20 vendors on location on the opening day, Friday, June 5th, from 3:00 – 6:00 P.M.  He also informed the Board that they would file a weekly list of the vendors with the Town Clerk in advance of the events.  At this point he filed the insurance binder to protect the Town.  The Board wished them well.

On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearings.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve these applications.
