The regular meeting of the Danvers Board of Selectmen was held on Tuesday, June 16, 2015, at 6:30 P.M., in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers.

Present:  Daniel C. Bennett, Chairman; William H. Clark, Jr.; Gardner S. Trask, III; David A. Mills; Diane M. Langlais
The Chairman conducted a roll call vote and the Board voted unanimously to adjourn to Executive Session in the Town Manager’s Conference Room, for the purpose of discussing litigation with Town Counsel, returning to Public Session at approximately 7 P.M. in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.
~
On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of June 2, 2015.
~
New public business was brought forth as follows:
· Precinct 4Town Meeting Member John Zavaglia addressed the Board relative to health concerns regarding the proposed playing surface at the new Danvers High School stadium.

· Resident Christine Hincman of 8 Princeton Street once again addressed the Board relative to the proposed new stadium at Danvers High School as it pertains to residential impact, project noise, and encroachment issues.

The Board was requested to proclaim July 26 as the “Spirit of the 25th Anniversary of the Americans with Disability Act (ADA).”  Members of the Independent Living Center of the North Shore and Cape Ann, Inc., were present, and a proclamation was read by the Board.  On a motion made by Selectman Mills and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to endorse this proclamation.

On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to accept gifts to the Swamp Walk from Kay T. Maurice, Robert G. O’Keefe and Salem Five Cents Savings Bank in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 44, §53A.

The Board heard an update from Town Accountant Leonard A. Marshall and thanked him for his many years of faithful service.

The Board considered a recommendation to appoint an Interim Town Accountant in accordance with Section 3 of the Danvers Town Manager Act.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to appoint Cory Grace, the present Assistant Town Accountant, as the interim Town Accountant.

The Board was in receipt of an application by the Danvers Historical Society, Cathy Gareri, Manager, for a One Day Beer & Wine License on Monday, June 22, 2015, from 5–8 PM, at Glen Magna Farms, Ingersoll Street, in conjunction with “History, Harmony & Hotdogs.”  Cathy Gareri appeared on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

The Board was in receipt of an application by the Peabody Institute Library, Alan Thibeault, Manager, for a One-Day Beer & Wine License on Sunday, July 12, from 1–3 P.M., in conjunction with “The Art of Sculpture, 2015.”  Library Director Alan Thibeault was present on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

The Board was in receipt of a request from the Danvers Traffic Advisory Committee to amend the Traffic Rules and Orders as follows:

Article V, Section 9 –No Parking on Certain Streets

SOUTHSIDE ROAD on the westerly side for a distance of five hundred forty-eight feet (548) from the corner of Centre Street and Southside Road to the curve of the cul-de-sac.
Planning Director Karen Nelson was present on behalf of this request.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted 4 – 1, with Selectman Clark voting against, to approve this amendment.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve the sale of a $3,400,000 0.50 percent General Obligation Bond Anticipation Note (the “Note”) of the Town dated June 26, 2015 and payable on August 21, 2015, to Eastern Bank at par, plus a premium of $576.58.
Further Voted:  That in connection with the marketing and sale of the Note, the preparation and distribution of a Notice of Sale and Preliminary Official Statement dated June 3, 2015, and a final Official Statement dated June 10, 2015, each in such form as may be approved by the Town Treasurer, be and hereby are ratified, confirmed, approved and adopted.
Further Voted:  That the Town Treasurer and the Board of Selectmen be, and hereby are, authorized to execute and deliver a significant events disclosure undertaking in compliance with SEC Rule 15c2-12 in such form as may be approved by bond counsel to the Town, which undertaking shall be incorporated by reference in the Notes for the benefit of the holders of the Notes from time to time.

Further Voted:  That we authorize and direct the Town Treasurer to establish post issuance federal tax compliance procedures in such form as the Town Treasurer and bond counsel deem sufficient, or if such procedures are currently in place, to review and update said procedures, in order to monitor and maintain the tax-exempt status of the Notes.

Further Voted:  That each member of the Board of Selectmen, the Town Clerk and the Town Treasurer be and hereby are, authorized to take any and all such actions, and execute and deliver such certificates, receipts or other documents as may be determined by them, or any of them, to be necessary or convenient to carry into effect the provisions of the foregoing votes.

The Board continued discussion of Goals, Objectives and Priorities for FY 2016.  The Chairman requested that the evaluation of the Town Manager be submitted by Board Members not later than July 7th and the Goals, Objectives and Priorities were approved as presented.  The Board also supported the Manager’s recommendation to revise the Department Head Evaluation Instrument.

Correspondence, Selectmen “New Business,” and previous “New Public Business” updates were provided, as follows:

· Housekeeping issues along the Rail Trail

· Location of the Train Station and whether the State Grant is still available
