July 21, 2015

The regular meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held on Tuesday, July 21, 2015 at 6:30 P.M., in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers:

Present:  Daniel C. Bennett, Chairman; William H. Clark, Jr.; Gardner S. Trask, III; David A. Mills; Diane M. Langlais

By a Roll Call Vote the Board voted unanimously to adjourn to Executive Session for the purpose of discussing contract negotiations with non-union personnel.  The Board returned to Public Session at 7:15 P.M.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.
~
On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of June 16, 2015.
~
The Board was requested to accept gifts in accordance with M.G.L. chapter 44, §53A, as follows:
· Danvers Babe Ruth League – Twifield Scoreboard.  Keith Lucy appeared, along with other representatives of the Babe Ruth League, and provided the Board with background information on this donation.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to accept this donation. 
· Kiwanis Club of Danvers – Valley Road wetlands boardwalk repair.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to accept this donation.

New public business was brought forth as follows:
· Town Meeting Member Mark Zuberek addressed the Board relative to concerns about the High School Football Stadium.  At this point the Board advanced part of the Town Manager’s updates to address these concerns and indicated that outreach to the neighbors has occurred and the crumb rubber report had been completed showing no link between health risks and crumb rubber.  Selectman Langlais indicated that she and Michael Powers had contacted all 20 of the direct abutters, met with Mrs. Hincman the neighborhood liaison, and were addressing all of their concerns.

· Town Meeting Member John Zavaglia asked that the Selectmen consider changing “New public business” to “Citizens Query”.

· Resident Arman Shiraka addressed the Board relative to removing fluoride from the Town’s drinking water.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to appoint Dutrochet Djoko to the Diversity Committee.

The Board was requested to vote to take by Eminent Domain the fee in the way of the following roadways:  Bradley Road; Briarwood Drive; Garfield Avenue; Hanson Road Extension; Highland Terrace; Jalbert Lane; Kenmore Drive; Kimball Avenue; Ocean Avenue; and Strawberry Hill Lane.  Town Engineer Rick Rodgers appeared before the Board and indicated that this was the final portion of the process to have these streets formally accepted.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to take by Eminent Domain the fee in the way of the above roadways.

A public hearing was held on an application by Julie Ganias, d/b/a Jimmy’s Hot Dogs & More, 90 Elm Street, for a Common Victualler’s License at that location.  Mrs. Ganias was present on behalf of her application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

Public hearings were held on applications by Danvers Historical Society, 13 Page Street, Cathy Gareri, Manager, for five (5) One-Day Wine & Malt Licenses, dates as follows on Fridays @ 6:30-9:30 P.M.:  (1) August 14; (2) September 11; (3) October 9; (4) November 13; and (5) December 11.  Mrs. Gareri was present on behalf of these applications.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearings.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve these applications.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 138 of the General laws on the application of Sapori Italiani, Inc., d/b/a Sapori Italiani, Guiseppe Mimouni, Manager, 120 Water Street, for an All Alcoholic Common Victualler’s License at that location.  This is the 3rd of 6 Selectman controlled liquor licenses granted by special legislation.  Attorney Melissa Ogden appeared together with the Manager, Guiseppe Mimouni on behalf of this application.  Mr. Mimouni indicated that the restaurant would be open 7 days a week from 10:00 A.M. – 1:00 P.M., and that he would be on the premises personally during most of those hours.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

A public hearing was held on a petition by Danvers Municipal Light Department and Verizon to locate four (4) new poles, wires, cables and fixtures, including anchors, guys, and other such necessary sustaining and protecting fixtures along and across Poplar and Locust Streets.  Public Works Director David Lane appeared on behalf of this petition.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to approve the petition.

The Board reviewed the Town Manager’s Fiscal Year 2015 Performance Evaluation, and gave the Town Manager a “Commendable” grade of 4.29 and all indicated that they were all very impressed with the Town Manager’s performance and stated that appointing Mr. Bartha to the position of Town Manager was the most important decision they have ever made as Selectmen.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to grant the Town Manager a 2.5 percent increase bringing his annual salary to $169,125, and other terms of his contract are subject to discussion.
