The regular meeting of the Danvers Board of Selectmen was held on Tuesday, August 18, 2015, at 5:30 P.M., in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers.
Present:  Daniel C. Bennett, Chairman; William H. Clark, Jr.; Gardner S. Trask, III; David A. Mills; Diane M. Langlais.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of July 21, 2015.
~
No new public business was brought forth.
~
On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to accept gifts in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 44, §53A, as follows:
·   Memorial Bench @ Endicott Park (in memoriam Lorraine Powers)
·   Memorial Bench @ Endicott Park (in memoriam Thomas Crampsey, Sr.);

·   Office Furnishings to Danvers Police Department from Middleoak Insurance;

·   Swampwalk contribution from Lazerlines LLC
The Board directed that letters of thanks be sent to all the donors.

The Board was in receipt of an application by DEEP for a Charity Wine Pouring License on Thursday, October 29, at the Danversport Yacht Club, 161 Elliott Street.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted 4 – 0 – 1, with Selectman Langlais abstaining, to approve this application.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 140 of the General laws on the application of Louis Frank Motorcars, LLC, Louis and Jenna Marinello, Co-owners, 27 Garden Street, for a Class II Dealer’s License at that location.  Mr. Marinello addressed the Board and indicated that the hours of operation would be Monday thru Saturday, 9:00 A.M. – 5:00 P.M.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve the application with the provision that no outside storage or display would be allowed.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 138 of the General Laws on the application of Grand Chow, Inc., d/b/a Mandarin Danvers, Wen Feng Zheng, Manager, 139 Endicott Street, for New Officer/Director, New Stockholder, and Transfer of Stock as it relates to the All Alcoholic Common Victualler’s License held at that location.  Attorney Christopher Coleman appeared together with Wen Feng Zheng.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve the application.

The Board heard an update on the status of the Holten Cemetery and recognized the volunteer contribution of local area Girl Scouts.  Assistant Town Manager Diane Norris and resident Cheryl Billings addressed the Board regarding the efforts to continue to privately maintain the Holten Cemetery.

On a motion made by Selectman Bennett and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve the sale of the $12,500,000 2.00 percent General Obligation Bond Anticipation Notes (the “Notes”) of the  Town dated August 21, 2015, and payable August 19, 2016, to Eastern Bank at par and accrued interest, if any, plus a premium of $212,000.
The Board further voted that in connection with the marketing and sale of the Notes, the preparation and distribution of a Notice of Sale and Preliminary Official Statement dated August 5, 2015, and a final Official Statement dated August 13, 2015, each in such form as may be approved by the Town Treasurer, be and hereby are ratified, confirmed, approved and adopted.

The Board further voted that the Town Treasurer and the Board of Selectmen be, and hereby are, authorized to execute and deliver a significant events disclosure undertaking in compliance with SEC Rule 15c2-12 in such form as may be approved by bond counsel to the Town, which undertaking shall be incorporated by reference in the Notes for the benefit of the holders of the Notes from time to time.

The Board further voted that we authorize and direct the Treasurer to review and update the Town’s post-issuance federal tax compliance procedures with such changes as the Treasurer and bond counsel deem sufficient, if any, in order to monitor and maintain the tax-exempt status of the Notes.

The Board further voted that each member of the Board of Selectmen, the Town Clerk and the Town Treasurer be and hereby are, authorized to take any and all such actions, and execute and deliver such certificates, receipts or other documents as may be determined by them, or any of them, to be necessary or convenient to carry into effect the provisions of the foregoing votes.

The Board discussed an amendment to the Town Manager’s contract.  On a motion made by Selectman Mills and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to change the contract to grant six months of severance pay rather than three months if the contract was to be terminated.
