On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of August 18, 2015.

No new public business was brought forth.

On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to accept the gift of a bench at Danvers High School, honoring David Allen, former Danvers teacher for 46 years, in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 44, §53A.

The Board was in receipt of an application by the neighbors of Abbott Street for a Block Party on Sunday, September 6, from 4:00–7:00 PM.  Priscilla Curda of Abbott Street was present on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 140 of the General laws on the application of Great Rides, LLC, George Greige, President, 20 Locust Street, for a Class II Dealer's License at that location.  Mr. Greige was present on behalf of his application.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Mills and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to approve this application subject to the fact that the business would be run as an internet business with no outdoor sales or displays of any kind.

The Board was in receipt of an application by St. John’s Prep, 72 Spring Street, Managed by Boston’s Best Bartending, for a One Day Wine & Malt License on Saturday, October 3, 2015, 4:00–6:00 PM.  Paul McNamara and Heather Buthmann were present on behalf of the Prep.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 4 – 1 to approve this license, with Selectman Clark voting against.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 138 of the General Laws on the application of TGI Fridays, Inc., d/b/a TGI Fridays, Walter Stevens, Manager, Route One Danvers Office Park, for New Stockholder, Transfer of Stock, and issuance of Stock as it relates to the All Alcoholic Common Victualler’s License held at that location.  Attorney Al DeNapoli appeared together with manager Walter Stevens on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 4 – 0 – 1, with Selectman Mills abstaining to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 4 – 0 – 1, with Selectman Mills abstaining to approve the application.
