The regular meeting of the Danvers Board of Selectmen was held on Tuesday, October 6, 2015, at 7:00 P.M., in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers.
Present:  Daniel C. Bennett, Chairman; William H. Clark, Jr., Gardner S. Trask, III; David A. Mills; Diane M. Langlais.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.
On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of September 15, 2015.
New public business was brought forth, as follows:
· The Board was requested to proclaim the month of October as Dysautonomia Awareness Month in the Town of Danvers.  A proclamation was read by Selectman Mills and on a motion made by Selectman Mills and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to endorse this proclamation.

The Board was requested to vote to accept a gift to the Thorpe School Library from the Thorpe School PAC, in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 44, §53A.  Thorpe school principal Rita Ward was present together with a representative of the Thorpe PAC.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to accept this gift.

A public hearing was held on the application of Detour Cars, LLC, Nick and Michael Markos, Co-partners, 70 Andover Street, for a Class II Dealer’s License at that location.  The applicants appeared on behalf of their request.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve the application.

The Board was in receipt of an application by Liberty Tree Mall, 100 Independence Way for 1 COAD at that location.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to allow the applicant to withdraw his application without prejudice due to the fact that the application was not properly submitted.

A public hearing was held on the application of Costco Atlantic Liquors, Inc., d/b/a Costco Liquors, Kevin Robert Horst, Manager, 11 Newbury Street, for appointment of the new manager.  Mr. Horst was present on behalf of the application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Mills and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve the application.

A public hearing was held on the application of TPG Contract Services, LLC, d/b/a DoubleTree by Hilton Boston North Shore, Elena F. Hargraves, Manager, 50 Village Drive, for appointment of the new manager.  Ms. Hargraves was present on behalf of the application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve the application.

Public hearings were held on the following petitions by the Danvers Municipal Light Department, to accommodate the installation of the new 23 kV circuit out of the South Danvers Substation:

· For the installation of four hundred ninety-five (495) feet of new conduit and one manhole

· For the installation of one pole and anchors
Public Works Director David Lane spoke to the request.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearings.  On a motion made by Selectman Langlais and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve these petitions.

The Board reviewed the penalties and parking ban language in the Traffic Rules & Orders.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted to amend the Traffic Rules & Orders of the Town of Danvers, as follows:
· Article V, Section 8.  No All Night Parking
When an overnight parking ban is called by the Director of Public Works in anticipation of a winter storm, it shall be unlawful for the driver of any vehicle, other than one acting in an emergency, to park said vehicle on any street between the hours of 1:00 A.M. and 6:00 A.M.

In extreme circumstances, when a major winter storm with significant amounts of precipitation is forecasted to impact the municipality, the Director of Public Works, after consulting with the Chief of Police and Town Manager, may call for a full parking ban, during which time it shall be unlawful for the driver of any vehicle, other than one acting in an emergency, to park said vehicle on any street until such time as the full parking ban is lifted.  Depending on the scope and duration of the storm, this full ban may only be applied to specific streets or geographic areas.

· Article IX, Section 3.  Penalties

Any person convicted of a violation of any rule, regulation or order made hereunder, shall be punished by a fine not exceeding fifty dollars for each offense, except as otherwise herein provided.

Pursuant to the provisions of General laws (Ter.Ed.) Section 20C, Chapter 90, any person violating any provision of any rule; regulation, order or ordinance regulating the parking of motor vehicles, shall be punished by a fine for each offense as hereinafter set forth.
