The Board voted to adjourn to Executive Session for the purpose of considering the value of real property, as discussing the matter in public would compromise the Town’s position.  The Board returned to public session at 7:00 P.M.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of October 6, 2015.

The Board was in receipt of an application by the Danvers Historical Society for a Banner hanging over Maple Street June 6 – 12, 2016.  The Board voted unanimously to postpone this item to their meeting of November 3rd, due to the unavailability of the applicant this evening.

The Board was in receipt of an application for a One Day Wine & Malt Beverages    License by Fresh Food, LLC, for an event to be held on Friday, November 13, at Cell Signalling Technology, Cherry Hill Drive, Christopher Keohane, Manager.  Mr. Keohane was present on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

The Board heard an update on NYBOSDS, Inc., d/b/a Rio Bravo Café, 194 Endicott Street.  Attorney Tom Demakis appeared on behalf of the applicant and requested that the Board grant an additional six months for his client to apply for a transfer.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to grant this extension.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 138 of the General Laws on the application of 99 West, LLC, d/b/a 99 Restaurant & Pub, Brett Zimmerman, Manager, 60 Commonwealth Avenue, for appointment of the new manager.  Mr. Zimmerman was present on behalf of his application.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to approve the application.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 138 of the General Laws on the application of Breakaway, Inc., d/b/a Breakaway, Joseph P. Crowley, Manager, 221 Newbury Street, for transfer of the All Alcoholic Common Victualler’s License presently held at that location (formerly known as 225 Newbury Street) in the name of Salt Hill, Inc., William J. Guinee, Manager.  The applicant is also requesting a pledge of the license to the Middlesex Federal Savings Bank, alteration of the premises, and appointment of the new manager.  Attorney Nancy McCann and applicant Joseph Crowley appeared on behalf of the application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to approve this transfer.

The Board was in receipt of an application by Breakaway, Inc., 221 Newbury Street, for an Entertainment License at that location.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 3 – 1 to approve this application with Selectman Bennett voting against.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted 3 – 1, with Selectman Bennett voting against, to additionally allow the restaurant and the entertainment to begin earlier on Sundays with a 10:00 A.M. opening.
