The regular meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held on Tuesday, November 3, 2015, at 7:00 P.M., in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of October 20, 2015.
~
New public business was brought forth, as follows:
· Laura Cilley of 17 Poplar Street, addressed the Board relative to concerns on the Poplar/Locust Streets interchange project.
~
The Board was in receipt of an application by the Danvers Historical Society for a Banner hanging over Maple Street June 6 – 12, 2016.  Laura Cilley was present on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.
~
The Board was in receipt of an application by the Downtown Committee to hold the Annual Holiday Festival on Saturday, December 5, from 2:00 – 5:00 P.M.  Kevin Dillon of the Downtown Committee was present on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted 4 – 0 – 1, with Selectman Trask abstaining, to approve this request.  Permission was also granted to allow the use of the streets by vendors.

The Board was asked to consider a request to name the Plains Park skate facility in honor of Brad Purcell.  Recreation Director David Mountain together with Cheryl Purcell addressed the Board concerning this request.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve this request.

The Board was in receipt of an application by Jenaola, Inc., d/b/a Suit Esposito’s Bakery, Ada Pena, Manager, 16 Maple Street, for transfer of the Common Victualler’s License presently held by George’s Pizzeria at that same location.  Ms. Pena was present on behalf of her application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Langlais the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

The Board was in receipt of an application by Loknath Baba Corp., d/b/a Richland Convenience Store, 5 Wenham Street, for transfer of the Common Victualler’s License presently held by Ranga Provat, Inc., at that same location.  Mr. Anakul Biswas was present on behalf of his application.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

The Board was in receipt of an application by the Danvers Senior Center, 25 Stone Street, for a One Day Wine & Malt License on Thursday, November 19, 2015, from 5:00 – 7:30 P.M.  Senior Center Director Pam Parkinson was in attendance on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

A public hearing was held under Chapter 138 of the General Laws on the application of GC Friday’s Boston, LLC, d/b/a TGI Friday’s, Walter Stevens, Manager, 49 Newbury Street, for transfer of the All Alcoholic Common Victualler’s License presently held in the name of TGI Fridays, Inc., d/b/a TGI Friday’s.  Mr. Stevens and Attorney Caroline O’Connell were present on behalf of this application.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve this transfer.
~
A public hearing was held to consider whether the license to sell All Alcoholic Beverages held by Ventura Enterprises, Inc., d/b/a Waterfront Wine & Spirits, Richard Ventura, Manager, 128 Water Street, should be suspended, revoked, or limited in any way.  The basis upon which such action is being considered is due to the fact that an illegality was allowed on the premises, to wit, selling an alcoholic beverage to a person under 21.  Acting Police Chief Pat Ambrose was present on behalf of the Police Department and presented his report to the Board.  Attorney Nancy McCann representing the licensee appeared together with Richard Ventura, and Jeffrey Mochado of Ventura Enterprises, Inc., and apologized for the incident, and promised to be more diligent in the future.  On a motion made by Selectman Langlais and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to close the public hearing.  A motion was made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills to suspend the license for three days, with two days being held in abeyance for one year, and a one day suspension to be held on a Saturday.  This motion failed by a vote 2 – 3 with Selectmen Mills, Clark, and Langlais voting against.  Then a motion was made by Selectman Langlais and seconded by Selectman Mills to suspend the license for three days held in abeyance for one year.  This recommendation was amended on a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask to have the license holder agree to check all ID’s, and this amendment was approved by a vote of 3 – 2 with Selectmen Mills and Langlais voting against.  The amended recommendation carried by a vote of 4 – 1 with Selectman Langlais voting against.

The Board reviewed a draft of the Fiscal Year 2017 Budget Policy.  The Town Manager indicated that it was still a work in progress.
~
Correspondence, Selectmen “New Business,” and previous “New Public Business” updates were provided, as follows:
· Concerns about a perceived increase in accidents at the two Route 128 interchanges, Elliott Street at Route 128, and High Street at Route 128
· Diane Langlais suggested that if Board members have a chance, to see the new field construction prior to the first of December
· Accolades to the food pantry relative to the graciousness of the people who run it

· Acknowledgement of the recent passing of Perley Roderick

· Possible locations for the train depot, Endicott Park or the triangle across Pickering and Charles Streets

The Town Manager updated the Board on various items of interest, as follows:
· Purchase of 7 Canal Street for the water and sewer facility which will necessitate a possible Special Town Meeting on December 21st 
· The next meeting of the Board will be held on November 30th and not December 1st due to the fact that the Town Manager has been chosen to take part in an ICMA leadership conference

· Parking study meeting will be held on November 5th 

· Brief update on capital projects

· The Town Manager indicated that it is hopeful that construction of the dog park will finally commence in  April
