The regular meeting of the Danvers Board of Selectmen was held on Monday, November 30, 2015, at 7:00 P.M. in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.

On a motion made by Selectman Langlais and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of November 17, 2015.

No new public business was brought forth.

The Board was in receipt of an application by Katie Dawe and Gabby Sherrick of Girl Scout Troop 66373 for a permit to hang a banner over High Street February 1–7 reminding residents to dig out fire hydrants this winter.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

The Board was requested to renew liquor licenses for calendar year 2016.  On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted unanimously to approve the list of liquor licenses, as presented, with the following exceptions:

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to have the Clerk give them an update as to prior Board action and license status for those listed above, and requested that the Clerk report back to the Board at their next meeting.  The Board then voted 4 – 0 – 1, with Selectman Clark abstaining, to approve the 2016 renewals for the above listed.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Mills the Board voted 4 – 1, with Selectman Langlais voting against, to call in RWJ Beverage (MA) LLC, d/b/a RWJ Beverage, 55 Needham Road, to update the Board on business operations as it pertains to monitoring the purchase of alcohol at their establishment.
