The regular meeting of the Danvers Board of Selectmen was held on Tuesday, December 15, 2015, at 7:00 P.M., in the Daniel J. Toomey Hearing Room, Town Hall, Danvers, MA.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all in attendance.

The Board opened the meeting by sending condolences to the Rosato family on the loss of their young son.

On a motion made by Selectman Trask and seconded by Selectman Clark the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of November 30, 2015.

New public business was brought forth, as follows:
· Bruce Eaton and Veteran’s Agent Peter Mirandi presented the Board with a wreath from the Wreath’s Across America Program.  On a motion made by Selectman Clark and seconded by Selectman Trask the Board voted unanimously to place this wreath on a stand in front of the Civil War Monument at Town Hall.
· John Zavaglia addressed the Board on the possibility of naming the new press box at the Danvers High School field for Barry Robertson

· Julie Curtis addressed the Board relative to the Kinder Morgan Pipeline Project, and requested that the Board consider two votes, as follows:
1. To Have the Board meet with Ipswich River Advocate Wayne Castonguay

2. For the Town to join the North East Pipeline coalition 

The Board took these requests under advisement.  The Town Manager indicated that Town Engineer, Rick Rodgers, has been monitoring this proposed pipeline and will report back to the Board in January.
