NORTHEAST COMMUNITY BANK (#15-4557) Requesting a Variance to allow parking for offsite farmers market in accordance with Section 6 Table 1 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 87 ELM STREET

Bill Nolan, Danvers Farmers Market on behalf of Danvers Rotary said we are requesting to extend the variance to use Northeast Community Bank parking lot for the venders.  With me also is Jonathan Gilbert with Northeast Community Bank.  We used the lot last year and it went really well, we were supposed to come back with an update in the fall and that did not happen that was a miscommunication on my part so Joe Collins called me and said we need to come back to zoning board to receive approval for the rest of this year.  Mr. Pariseau said are you looking to change anything from what you did last year.  Mr. Nolan said nothing has changed from last year except for the day of the week from Friday to Wednesday and we went from 3-6 on Friday to 4-7 on Wednesdays.  Mr. Pariseau said is it your responsibility to make sure that all the vendors are out of there at the end of the market?  Mr. Nolan said yes and also other members of the Danvers Rotary who are volunteering, they are usually all out of there by 7:30 pm, and we have a crew that opens and closes.  Mr. Pariseau did you have an occasion where you might have overnight visitors or anything last year?  Mr. Gilbert said no we had no issues last year we have the parking lot monitored.  Mr. Nolan said most of the people are there to sell there items for three hours and get out of there and head home.

Robert Cignetti said would you take as a condition that this variance only takes effect while the Farmers Market is in progress just that day and time.  Because if we grant this variance it means that anybody can park there at any time.  Mr. Gilbert said it went to October 31st last year.
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Rebecca Kilborn said the only question I have for the building inspector is are we just extending a previous variance?  Mr. Maloney said yes, we just want to know if there was any issues and there have not been any, this was just a check in.  Rebecca Kilborn said I would say that as long as the Farmers Market is an event moving it from Friday to Wednesday as long as the Farmers is in effect.

Rebecca Kilborn motion to extend the variance to allow parking for offsite Farmers Market, moving the event from Fridays to Wednesdays as long as the Farmers Market is in effect.  Robert Cignetti seconded.  All in favor.
