SILGAR LLC (FORMERLY JOHN & JOSEPH CIAMPA) (#15-4576) Requesting to review previously approved plans, to change from a four unit to a three unit building at 22 PAGE STREET 

Scott Silver, SILGAR LLC, said I am here with my partner Steve Garden, we purchased 22 Page Street and we want to build a three unit instead of a four unit.  The footprint will stay the same and we are just taking away one unit and we feel it is more cost effective.

Rebecca Kilborn said so you had two units on the first floor one on the second and one on the third and now you are going to have one unit on each floor?  Mr. Silver said yes.

Robert Cignetti said so you are going to have a 1000 square foot unit and two 1200 square foot units?  Mr. Silver said yes.

Kenneth Scholes said we already approved this plan?  Mr. Maloney said you approved the four units we thought it would be prudent for them to come here for the changes.  Our experience is that things get built things get changed and we see documents from the past and wonder how they got there, we like to be on record that the board is going to approve the change.  He submitted a floor plan, they are all two bedroom and they will be condos.  Mr. Maloney said we are going to send him back to Kate Day for an administrative approval, we want everyone’s records to reflect this.

Robert Pariseau said what is the construction plan?  Mr. Silver said we are going to get some drawings done properly and get them approved, I wasn’t happy with the structural that were presently submitted we might want to use more engineered lumber, it might change the elevation but it is not going to much a 
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couple of inches here and there.  Mr. Maloney said well within the allowed height.

Mr. Pariseau asked about the neighbor next door and her concerns about the parking. 

Rebecca Kilborn moved the board to accept the request to change the approval for 22 Page Street from four units to three units with one unit on each floor.  Robert Cignetti seconded.  All in favor.
