GIA REAL ESTATE INVESTMENT LLC (#16-4620) Requesting a variance from dimensional relief to raze existing structures and construct a three (3) unit residential structure in accordance with Section 7.2 and the Table of Dimensional Requirements of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 5 WATER STREET

Attorney Jill Mann said we would like to present our revised plans, we appeared before the board last month and heard the comments about reducing the size.  As you know this property has a residential structure on it, we took the expansion and trimmed it back by seven feet on each unit which resulted in a reduction of the footprint by 200 feet per unit.  We could not do anything about the garages.  In order to keep that Greek revival structure this is the resulting footprint that we have.  In addition we tried to cut back the driveway a little bit, we had a 14 foot driveway and we made it 13 feet.

Rebecca Kilborn said there is living space above the garage?  Attorney Mann said there is some living space above the garage.  Ms. Kilborn said the number of bedrooms did that stay the same?  Attorney Mann said we lost one of the bedrooms so it went from four to three.  Ms. Kilborn said I like the greenspace.  Are you meeting all the setbacks?  Attorney Mann said we meet the average and the board would be entitled to make that finding.  Ms. Kilborn said so the side and rear setbacks you are meeting.

Robert Pariseau said I don’t know whether you resolved the rear setbacks but the outcome of this is not going to change what the rear setback will be.  Attorney Mann said correct.
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Richard Trask said I am the Town Archivist, I think the changes to the plans are quite nice, I believe it is important to support people when they are doing something that is beneficial to the community.  The way I see it I would support this, it is good for the community and very good for Danversport.

One audience member stated their approval of this application and one audience member stated their opposition.

Kenneth Scholes said if it is okay with Mr. Trask then it is okay with me.

Robert Cignetti said the last time you were here I said I did not have a problem with a two family I just thought it was too big you have reduced it I don’t have a problem with it I will vote for it.

Rebecca Kilborn said I will also vote for it, I appreciate your effort to accommodate us and also it is an eyesore right now and we know this will be great.

Robert Pariseau said I would like to thank you and your staff from what we started with this is much better.  I would vote favorably for this.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the variance as presented a two unit building in accordance with the reduced plans as shown and submitted, the hardship is the shape of the lot; this condition does not affect other [properties or structures] in the same zoning district; a literal enforcement of the zoning bylaws would involve a substantial hardship to the applicant; and granting this variance will not create a substantial detriment to the public good and will not nullify or substantially derogate from the intent or purpose of the zoning bylaws.  Kenneth Scholes seconded.  All in favor.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to find that the proposed addition as shown on the plans increases the nonconformity.  Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the finding for the proposed addition as it will not be substantially more detrimental that what presently exists.  Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.
