JAMES MCDERMOTT (#16-4623) Requesting a special permit to allow an Extended Family Living Area (EFLA) with more square footage than allowed in accordance with Section 9.3 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 23 NORTH SHETLAND ROAD

Mr. McDermott said we bought the house last August and we would like to apply for the Extended Family Living Area, we meet all of the requirements except for the 750 square feet, we are requesting 1056 square feet.

Robert Pariseau said on the previous Dockets there was a process when the building inspector recommended that the second floor kitchen be removed?  Mr. McDermott said when we purchased the house we took it out.  Mr. Pariseau said so that is gone and hopefully we are back in compliance with the building inspector.

Robert Cignetti said okay so you are only going to have one kitchen?  Mr. McDermott said we would like to have two kitchens and we know we didn’t comply when we purchased the house so we took it out.  Mr. Cignetti said I see that you denoted some common areas is the laundry room also used by both parties?  Mr. McDermott said it will be my exit out of the house to go into the backyard but my parents will use it to do their laundry.  Mr. Cignetti said so basically what you did is you bought it and it was there now you just want to make it legal.  Mr. McDermott said yes.

Rebecca Kilborn said on the second floor is this floor plan approximately what you are going to have or will you have two bedrooms?  Mr. McDermott said no just one.  Ms. Kilborn said do we need to know where the kitchen is going to be.  Mr. McDermott explained the plans in further detail.  Mr. Maloney said so just 
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an “L” kitchen.  Ms. Kilborn said so the main part of the house will be the second floor and the first floor will be the EFLA.

John Boughner said so there is only one set of utilities and you are not doing any changes to the exterior?  Mr. McDermott said no.

Jeffrey Sauer had no questions.

Robert Pariseau said I have no questions and I thank you for taking the time to meet with me.

AUDIENCE COMMENTS

An audience member asked if this will be an in-law apartment.

Robert Pariseau said yes this is what the application is for.

Robert Cignetti said I don’t have a problem with this I will vote for it.

Rebecca Kilborn said I will vote for this if you understand that this is going to be recorded on your deed.

John Boughner said I thank the applicant for getting this squared away and I will vote for this.

Jeffrey Sauer said I will vote for this.

Robert Pariseau said I will vote for this and the house is already built and whatever in occurring is on the inside and there are no outside changes.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the special permit for the Extended Family Living Area of 1056 square feet.
·  The municipal water and sewer systems shall not become overloaded by the proposed use.
· The public streets shall not become overloaded by proposed use.
· The value of other land and buildings will not be depreciated by the proposed use.
· The specific site is an appropriate location for this use or structures.
· The use developed will not adversely affect the neighborhood.
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· There will not be an undue nuisance or serious hazard to vehicles or pedestrians, and adequate and appropriate facilities will be provided to ensure the proper operation of the proposed use.
· The proposed use or structure will be in harmony with the general purpose of this bylaw.
