DAVID MCBOURNIE (#16-4624) Requesting a variance (dimensional) from front setback to install an above ground pool in accordance with Section 7 and Table 2 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 173 ELLIOTT STREET

A letter from the Building Inspector Richard Maloney was read regarding the circumstances of this application. Including a failure to speak with the building department and the home owners before issuing the permit, which has now changed the policy of processing pool permits.  Mr. Maloney discussed in further detail. 

Jeffrey Sauer said they are subject to two front setbacks.  Mr. Maloney said yes it is a corner lot.

John Boughner said so this pool had to be setback further.  Mr. Maloney said yes 30 and 30.

Rebecca Kilborn said I went out there and I don’t have any questions.

Robert Cignetti said I also went out and looked at it and it is probably one of the few places you could have put it anyway.

There were no questions or comments from the audience.

Jeffrey Sauer said I would vote for this.

John Boughner said I would also vote for this.

Rebecca Kilborn said I will vote for this.

Robert Cignetti said I will vote for this also.

Robert Pariseau said I would vote favorably on this, with the stipulation that when and if you had to take it down then it would comply with the zoning bylaws and the setbacks.
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Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the variance from setbacks to install an above ground pool, with a condition of a 20 year life expectancy and a new pool installation will comply with setbacks, the hardship is the shape of the lot; this condition does not affect other [properties or structures] in the same zoning district; a literal enforcement of the zoning bylaws would involve a substantial hardship to the applicant; and granting this variance will not create a substantial detriment to the public good and will not nullify or substantially derogate from the intent or purpose of the zoning bylaws.  Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.
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
