COTTER FAMILY PARTNERSHIP I (#16-4626) Requesting a finding to allow the construction of a 20 X 40 addition to a nonconforming building on a nonconforming lot in accordance with Section 3.11.2.a and b of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 8 SOUTHSIDE ROAD

Attorney Nancy McCann said with me tonight is Mike Juliano,    Engineer and Mr. Cotter, we are requesting a finding to allow an addition to the side of this existing building.  The existing lot is nonconforming it has slightly less frontage than required, about 183 feet of frontage where 200 feet is required.  We are also nonconforming as to the setback of this existing building, we need 50 feet and we have 25 feet.  We have a little over a 4 acre lot and the Cotter’s are in the business of stainless steel manufacturing, they have a very neat facility their property is beautifully maintained.  What is on the site right now is an existing metal storage container, it has been there for a long time it is part of the site plan approval.  We are proposing to replace that existing metal storage container with an addition to the building, the addition itself is fully conforming we think that it will be a much more uniform appearance it will not be a metal storage container it will be an actual addition on the building which will be used for storage in conjunction with the business.  If you should grant this we do need to go to site plan approval.  We are putting the addition on an area that is already impervious surface, we are not disturbing any of the landscaping we are not creating any new impervious surface we’ve got a lot of landscaping with good buffer.

John Boughner said why didn’t you ask for this at the time of the garage.  Mr. Cotter said we didn’t think that we needed it, the garage has worked out very well but now that we look at the property again and the amount of work that we are doing it would 
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really help with our storage and raw materials.  Mr. Boughner said so there will be access from the existing building into this section?  Mr. Cotter said there is an overhead door and a door for the employees.  Mr. Boughner said so you will come out of the main building to come into this building?  Mr. Cotter said correct.

Robert Cignetti said I do not have any questions I think that it will be an improvement from the metal container that is there.

Robert Pariseau said is that container going to be removed from the site?  Mr. Cotter said yes.  Mr. Pariseau said out in front of your property there is a storage unit or hauling unit is that on your property?  Does that contain anything relative to the business?  Mr. Cotter said no that is temporary.  Mr. Pariseau said what is happening at the cul de sac at the end of the street there are materials dumped in the street.  Mr. Maloney said they are running gas lines.  Mr. Pariseau said is there going to be any loss of parking spaces on site?  Mr. Cotter said no.

There were no questions or comments from the audience.

Mr. Cotter stated he was in favor of this application.

Jeffrey Sauer said I will vote for this.

John Boughner said I will vote for this proposal.

Rebecca Kilborn said I will vote for this.

Robert Cignetti said I will also vote for this I think it is going to be an improvement.

Robert Pariseau said I am in favor of this.
