JOHN MCINNIS (#16-4631) Requesting a variance and special permit to erect an addition, and convert a single family dwelling into a two family home in accordance with Section 30.14C and 30.1.4 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 12 RAINBOW TERRACE

John Boughner read the release of covenant on the new deed recorded today at the Registry of Deeds which describes the land at 12 Rainbow Terrace.  It states that the “Restrictive Covenants” imposed on the deed are now void and of no further force and effect whatsoever from this date.

John McInnis said I did what you suggested at the last meeting, I researched the deed and obtained an attorney and I have included a letter from one of my abutters stating his support with this proposal.

Robert Cignetti said can you refresh my memory on what you want to do?  Mr. McInnis said my plan was to build a two stall garage 28 X 28, and add a unit above and change my single family home to a two family dwelling.  Mr. Cignetti said how big is the unit going to be above the garage?  Mr. McInnis said 760 square feet.

Rebecca Kilborn said can I ask the building inspector can we look at this legally is this acceptable, because I know that when I looked at the deeds they go back to 1972 there are multiple transfers of the property, maybe Ken knows.  Kenneth Scholes said I would say that it is a perfect way to do it, in fact he has a letter here from CATIC which is a title insurance.  Ms. Kilborn said and who is Thomas Mackey & Sons who is that?  Mr. McInnis said he was the owner years ago.  Ms. Kilborn said so this goes all the way back and it looks to me that maybe it had been transferred five times.  Mr. McInnis said there have

been five different deeds as far back as I could research it.  Mr. Scholes said you will notice that in the first paragraph they refer back to November 1971 and I think that is when it was originated.  Ms. Kilborn said we are still going with the three bed one bath house in the front and now you are adding a garage with two bedrooms and one bath unit above.  Mr. McInnis said yes.  Ms. Kilborn said so you need a variance for the two family homes.

John Boughner said the thing that he does not meet here is the lot size, setbacks he is okay?  Mr. Maloney said right and the frontage 75 feet of frontage. 

There were no questions or comments from the audience.

Robert Cignetti said it is a modest apartment that they are putting on I do not have a problem.

Rebecca Kilborn said I agree I think that my acceptance of this is that it abuts an industrial property so it is not going to affect any residents from the rear.

John Boughner said I agree with Becky I think it can improve the area, I would vote in favor of this.

Jeffrey Sauer said I am very pleased that the applicant went through the effort to get the deed straightened out.

Robert Pariseau said I think that with getting the deed straightened out it makes it a lot easier.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the variance to erect an addition and convert this to a two family house, the hardship is the location of the house on the lot and the shape of the lot; this condition does not affect other [properties or structures] in the same zoning district; a literal enforcement of the zoning bylaws would involve a substantial hardship to the applicant; and granting this variance will not create a substantial detriment to the public good and will not nullify or substantially derogate from the intent or purpose of the zoning bylaws.  John Boughner seconded.  All in favor.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the special permit to allow the conversion of a single family house to a two family;
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·  The municipal water and sewer systems shall not become overloaded by the proposed use.
· The public streets shall not become overloaded by proposed use.
· The value of other land and buildings will not be depreciated by the proposed use.
· The specific site is an appropriate location for this use or structures.
· The use developed will not adversely affect the neighborhood.
· There will not be an undue nuisance or serious hazard to vehicles or pedestrians, and adequate and appropriate facilities will be provided to ensure the proper operation of the proposed use.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The proposed use or structure will be in harmony with the general purpose of this bylaw.  John Boughner seconded.  All in favor.
