TERRY RYBOLT AND PATRICIA L’ITALIEN RYBOLT (#16-4633) Requesting a variance (Dimensional) from front and side setback to build a garage addition in accordance with Section 7.2.1 and Table 2 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 9 WINTHROP STREET

John Colantoni said I am representing the owners and we also have Dan Seger the architect here.  I purchased the house on July 10th and we rehabbed it we wanted to keep the integrity of the 1901 look of the house.  We were talking about doing a two car garage and that is why we are asking for a variance from the frontage.  We might have in the application that we are asking for a side variance but we have corrected that.  

Dan Seger said with the topography and the location of the house itself it is not the optimal place for the garage.  Because of where the mudroom is located and the basement access is setting where the garage can be located.  They discussed the average setbacks and the proposed garage plans in further detail.

Jeffrey Sauer said what are you actually looking for relief about?  Mr. Colantoni said there is a 30 foot setback required and we are asking for 20 feet.  Mr. Sauer said because you are a corner lot you have two front setbacks and the proposed garage that I see here doesn’t even encroach into the setback as much as the existing structure does.  Mr. Colantoni said correct.

John Boughner said the mudroom goes away?  Mr. Colantoni said we are keeping that you will actually have access in the back of the garage.  Mr. Seger said the existing mudroom becomes part of the inside of the garage.  Mr. Boughner said what is the square footage?  Mr. Colantoni said it is 24 X 24.  Mr. Boughner said it is going to have a second floor?  Mr. Colantoni said no.
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Rebecca Kilborn said the front setback is 30 feet and you are asking for 20.1 and the side yard setback is 15 feet and you are asking for 14.5?  Mr. Colantoni said no that plan is not correct, we have no side variance anymore.  Ms. Kilborn said so we have a new plan, because we approved the subdivision on this lot and thought that there would be enough distance on the side yard.

Robert Cignetti said as long as you don’t go out beyond the front of the house and that is all that you are asking for then I don’t have a problem with that.

Robert Pariseau said given the topography that you have in the driveway how do you anticipate any runoff on your property so that it is not running off onto the neighbor’s property.  Mr. Seger said we have grading towards the street.  Mr. Colantoni said the front is going to slope to the street in the front of the garage, right now it slopes to that corner but now it will take it away.  They discussed raising the garage floor and the run off to the neighbor’s yard.

AUDIENCE COMMENTS

Laura McGee, 36 Lindall Street said we are next door neighbors and this garage will be right next to our property and we support this project, we are in favor.

Jeffrey Sauer said what they are proposing is a wonderful looking garage and I will vote for this.

John Boughner said I agree and I will vote as presented.

Rebecca Kilborn said I agree it is a beautiful house, I will vote for it.

Robert Cignetti said I will vote for this I have no problem with this.

Robert Pariseau said I will also like to thank the people who purchased the property what you have done is just beautiful and this will add beauty to it.  

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the variance for the two car garage addition as proposed on the plans submitted and 
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dated 5/23/16, the hardship is the placement of the house on the lot; this condition does not affect other [properties or structures] in the same zoning district; a literal enforcement of the zoning bylaws would involve a substantial hardship to the applicant; and granting this variance will not create a substantial detriment to the public good and will not nullify or substantially derogate from the intent or purpose of the zoning bylaws.  Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.
