VINCENT CONTREAS SR. TRUST (#16-4635) Requesting a variance to allow a residential unit in the C-I district and to allow off-site parking in accordance with Table 1 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 56-60 MAPLE STREET AND 62 MAPLE STREET

Suzanne Contreas said I was here at the last meeting and we discussed the proposed plan to add an apartment in some empty space behind 62 Maple Street which is behind Giovanni’s Restaurant.  It would be two floors, 1800 square feet, the parking would be on the Cherry Street side, the alleyway which is on Maple Street would be used half for tenant patio and the other half proposed outside dining for Giovanni’s.  I have met with the Water Department and Rick Rodgers, they did some preliminary site work and determined that there was no problem getting water and sewer into this back portion of the building.  

Robert Cignetti read an email from Rick Rodgers, Town Engineer confirming there was water and sewer connection to this address.

Robert Pariseau said you understand that there are only four members here tonight and you are requesting a variance so you would require all four votes.

Rebecca Kilborn said I know over here you had a parking plan but I still see some dumpsters and some 65 gallon drums?  Ms. Contreas said I think it is grease and they have a pickup service that removes it.  I did put up a planted wall between the entryway to the apartment and the parking.  Ms. Kilborn said we need two means of egress and I took a look at the site plan for 64 which is the next building over they own that land all the way back.  Ms. Contreas said I thought that was all town parking.  Ms. Kilborn said so I think that we need a real site plan, I know that Mr. Farley put this together but he basically 
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looked at space, I don’t see how you are going to get two means of egress.  I know that everybody goes in and out of there right now but that is not public land that is somebody’s property.  Ms. Contreas said I could actually put a gate in over here?  Ms. Kilborn said I am just saying that it is a concern of mine, it would probably come up with site plan.  

Robert Cignetti said if you do make that an egress that would eliminate the outside dining I assume?  Would outside dining be allowed there right now?  Mr. Maloney said we have plenty of places that have outside dining as long as it is on their property.

Kenneth Scholes said I like that you have the three spots labeled here but I think that it is just too vague as to where the dumpsters are going to be here and how the trucks fit in and out of there.  In the town lot can people that own space in here they can park wherever they want and go in that back gate?  Ms. Contreas said I was going to make a locked gate so that only the tenants could have access.  The Novello’s space is empty all night and right now my dumpster service comes in the morning, they are on rollers and they roll them out to the street.

Rebecca Kilborn said there is four or five air conditioner units on the part of the building that you are tearing down.  Ms. Contreas said I have quotes on moving them.  Mr. Maloney said this would go to site plan because it is a change of use and if you have onsite parking it kicks in site plan.  Mr. Maloney discussed the two egress points.  The question is if she can access into that area in what ends up being the public parking lot, if the second means of egress is going out to Maple Street then we wouldn’t let them block it and it would be part of our review.

AUDIENCE COMMENTS

The applicant’s mother stated her approval of this application.

Rebecca Kilborn said I am okay with the use but I have issues with the site and how this is all going to work but I guess we can let planning board look at that, I think you have a lot of things to work out, so I would vote in favor.

Robert Cignetti said I will vote for this.
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Kenneth Scholes said I have no problem with this.

Robert Pariseau said I think this is the sign of things that are going to happen in the downtown area, I would vote favorably on this.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the variance to allow a residential unit in the CI District and to allow off-site parking in accordance with Table 1 of the Zoning Bylaws, the hardship is the location of the building on the lot; this condition does not affect other [properties or structures] in the same zoning district; a literal enforcement of the zoning bylaws would involve a substantial hardship to the applicant; and granting this variance will not create a substantial detriment to the public good and will not nullify or substantially derogate from the intent or purpose of the zoning bylaws.  Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.
