GLENN PRESTON (#16-4636) Requesting a finding from front setback to construct a full second floor addition and convert existing porch into living space in accordance with Section 3.11.1 A & B of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 190 PINE STREET

Glenn Preston said I have photographs that I will pass around.  The existing structure is a one and a half story bungalow we have an enclosed three season porch, the previous owners used it as a front room and it only has electric heat.  My plan is to add a full second floor on the existing structure and convert the porch to living space.  The applicant discussed in further detail the proposed addition.  Our plan is to make it look like a colonial house, we are not going any closer to the street than the existing house.

Robert Cignetti said you are going to make the front porch living space, you are going to put on a second story and stay within the framework of the building.  Mr. Preston said yes the original footprint.  Mr. Cignetti said what is this proposed addition on the right 5’X6’?  Mr. Preston said a small 5 X 6 single story mudroom, we already have an existing porch there we are just going to enclose it.

Kenneth Scholes said the application says the front setback is 18’ and the survey says 12?  Mr. Maloney said he is converting it to full living space and that is why we wanted it on the application.

Robert Pariseau said the midpoint on the roof what can be the elevation beyond that?  Mr. Maloney said anything depending on the slope of your roof if you have a 24 pitch roof like a church it is 30 feet to the midpoint so the steeper your gable the 
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higher your roof gets.  Mr. Pariseau said what is he allowed on this case?  Mr. Maloney said 30 feet to the midpoint of the highest gable.  Mr. Pariseau said it looks like it is another whole story.

AUDIENCE COMMENTS

There were audience members who acknowledged their approval of this proposal.

An abutter from 191 Pine Street stated he was in favor of this application.

Robert Cignetti said I will vote for this I have no problem.

Rebecca Kilborn said I will vote for this.

John Boughner said I too will vote for this.

Kenneth Scholes said I will vote yes for this.

Robert Pariseu said I will vote for this but I do have some concerns about the midpoint and the peak and how high this is going to carry on.
