CATHERINE A. MCINNIS TRUST (#16-4639) Requesting a variance and a finding to tear down an existing garage and relocate new garage in accordance with Section 2.17 and Table 3 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 81 COLLINS STREET

John McInnis said I have an old garage that I would like to tear down it is beyond repair but I find out that I have Route 114 Corridor Zone and I wasn’t aware of it, so I cannot get a permit without a finding.  I just want to put up a new one and move it a little bit.  Mr. Pariseau said are you anticipating that the location of this will not have an impact on the Route 114 corridor zone?  Mr. McInnis said no because I wasn’t aware it was there, I have a plot plan that shows the 114 corridor zone, I need that amount of land and the duplexes are there.  They discussed the disrepair of the existing garage and how a new garage would help store equipment needed to upkeep the property.

Robert Cignetti said what is the setback that is required?  Mr. Maloney said the 114 B Zone, 50 feet.

Rebecca Kilborn said so in 2003 there was a board of appeals hearing to divide the property into two lots?  Mr. McInnis said yes I had an extra piece of land, I built those duplexes and was 16” short on frontage on the last one.  Ms. Kilborn said are you planning on keeping the little shed in the back?  Mr. McInnis said yes.  Ms. Kilborn said what is the size of the existing garage?  Mr. McInnis said it is 24 X 42.  I maintain that property and right now I need space to put all of the equipment in.  Ms. Kilborn said so it’s going to be a little bit bigger than the one you are taking down.

There were no questions or comments from the audience.
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Robert Cignetti said I have no problem with this he is stuck because he is in that zone, I am in favor.

Rebecca Kilborn said I am in favor of this.

John Boughner said I would vote in favor of this.

Jeff Sauer and Kenneth Scholes both voted in favor of this.

Robert Pariseu said and I am in favor of this, where he is proposing to put the new garage is not going to impact anyone in this area.

Robert Cignetti motioned to grant the variance to remove the existing garage and built a new garage in accordance with plans submitted; the hardship is the shape of the lot; this condition does not affect other [properties or structures] in the same zoning district; a literal enforcement of the zoning bylaws would involve a substantial hardship to the applicant; and
granting this variance will not create a substantial detriment to the public good and will not nullify or substantially derogate from the intent or purpose of the zoning bylaws.  Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to find that the proposed garage as shown on the plans increases the nonconformity.  Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.
