TARA BURSEY (#16-4644) Requesting a special permit to construct addition for an Extended Family Living Area (EFLA) on a nonconforming lot in accordance with Section 9.3.1.5 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 5 BOWDOIN STREET

Nathan Gray said I am here to represent Tara and I am the general contractor for the site and we are trying to build an addition on the rear of the property and use the garage space for another room as an in-law space for her parents.

Robert Cignetti said what is the square footage of the EFLA?  Mr. Gray said the proposed addition is 210 square feet, the existing is two rooms totaling 554 square feet, so we are looking to add 210 to 554.  Mr. Cignetti said and you are going to stay within the walls of the house.  Mr. Gray said they are not extend out we are going to extend in because of the curvature of the lot line it is going to push us back over to stay within the setbacks.

Rebecca Kilborn said my only question is that you worked off of the mortgage survey in terms of establishing 15 feet.  Ms. Kilborn said the problem we have with these mortgage surveys is that they can be off by 5 feet.  Mr. Maloney said he did an as-built to the house, now we can measure off of the house.

John Boughner said so the EFLA will be 764 square feet?  Mr. Boughner said so if we go above the 750 it is a special permit either way.  The architect said the total EFLA, the addition is 182 living space and the living area within the old garage is 372, total of 554.
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Kenneth Scholes said so you are basically putting the addition where this other little deck is?  Mr. Gray said correct.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Robert Pariseau said where is the heating source?  Mr. Gray said where the highlighted area is, existing furnace and hot water heater.  Mr. Pariseau said the oil tank is on a pad.  Mr. Gray said yes.  They discussed setbacks.

There were no questions or comments from the audience.

Robert Cignetti said I don’t have a problem with this.

Rebecca Kilborn said I would vote in favor of this.

John Boughner said I would vote in favor of this.

Jeffrey Sauer said I would vote in favor of this.

Kenneth Scholes said I am in favor of this.

Robert Cignetti motioned to grant the special permit for the Extended Family Living Area (EFLA) as shown on the plans:

· The municipal water and sewer systems shall not become overloaded by the proposed use.
· The public streets shall not become overloaded by proposed use.
· The value of other land and buildings will not be depreciated by the proposed use.
· The specific site is an appropriate location for this use or structures.
· The use developed will not adversely affect the neighborhood.
· There will not be an undue nuisance or serious hazard to vehicles or pedestrians, and adequate and appropriate facilities will be provided to ensure the proper operation of the proposed use.
· The proposed use or structure will be in harmony with the general purpose of this bylaw.
