DONOVAN FAMILY TRUST (#16-4645) Requesting a variance from side setback to erect a deck in accordance with Table 2 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 28 EDEN GLEN AVENUE

Todd Bernard said I am the general contractor and we are asking for relief from the side setback to erect this deck.  It is a nonconforming lot and there is 12 feet there now so we are just extending and encroaching on the setback another foot from what is already there.

Robert Pariseau said was there a particular reason that you had to go to 11 feet on the side setback, could you go 15?  Mr. Bernard said we can’t do 15 because the back door is over here and we wouldn’t be able to get out the door.

Kenneth Scholes said I noticed that the pad in the back is already poured with a little greenhouse on it, you are putting the deck on that?  Mr. Bernard said yes it’s pretty much the same area.

Jeffrey Sauer said I am unclear about the documentation here, so I see the plot plan, I see partial pieces of the deck.  The reason the deck wraps around the side of the house is because there is a side door there so what exactly exists there now?  Mr. Bernard described in further detail on the drawings of what is existing.  Mr. Sauer said because you are extending this out and this is coming in at an angle you are clipping one more foot from what presently exists.  Mr. Bernard said yes.

Rebecca Kilborn said I went out there and looked at it and I don’t have any questions.
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There were three audience members in favor of this application.

Kenneth Scholes said I have no problem with this.

Jeffrey Sauer said I would vote for this.

John Boughner said I too would vote for this.

Rebecca Kilborn said I would vote for this.

Robert Cignetti said I have no problem with this.

Robert Pariseau said I did visit the site today, I was a little concerned about the banking there. I will vote for this.

Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.
