RALPH GIANGREGORIO (#16-4646) Requesting a finding to use half of the building for personal training facility in accordance with Section 3.10.3 (Substituting a Nonconforming Use) of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 48 NORTH PUTNAM STREET

Mr. Giangregorio said I would like to use space in my building to allow for a personal training facility.  

The tenant said I just started my own business I do personal training as well as private training, one on one or small group.  I don’t run a public gym that is not my plan.

Mr. Pariseau asked if he would be playing loud music at the facility.  The tenant said I keep it quiet, my hours aren’t disturbing my hours will be 7-7.  

Rebecca Kilborn said I went out there and I am trying to get a sense of what is going on at that property, there are a lot of vehicles and cars.  Mr. Giangregorio said right now I have one person using it for storage, he goes in and out that’s about it.  I had this other place available for him, we will stripe the parking lot.  Ms. Kilborn said how big is the building?  Mr. Giangregorio said 2900 square feet.  Ms. Kilborn said I still don’t have a perspective of where are all the vehicles and who do they belong to if it’s just storage next door.  Mr. Giangregorio said some of my trucks I have in the alleyway.

Robert Cignetti said what would be the most number of clients you would have at one time?  The tenant said 6-8 at one time.  Mr. Cignetti asked how many parking spaces will be dedicated to this business.  Mr. Giangregorio said about 7 or 8 I plan to put up a gate on the alleyway.  Mr. Cignetti discussed the parking 
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in further detail.  The tenant said I try to keep the groups small.

Robert Pariseau said are you required to have a shower facility on site?  The tenant said we are not required, we have two bathrooms and there is a plan to eventually put one in.  

Kenneth Scholes said when your clients come in they are parking in these spots.

Robert Pariseau said there is a flatbed there is that your business?  Mr. Giangregorio said yes.  Mr. Pariseau said so that area and those parking spaces are for this tenant right?  Mr. Pariseau said how do you handle snow?  Mr. Giangregorio said that is why I have the alleyway.  Mr. Pariseau said is that other property yours too?  Mr. Giangregorio said yes.

Robert Cignetti said are you going to have a changing room.  The tenant said yes one of the bathrooms can be a changing room and the plan is making a shower room/changing room.  Mr. Cignetti said what is the other half of the building used for?  Mr. Giangregorio said just storage.

Rebecca Kilborn said so your vehicles that are in the alleyway are they going to be coming in and out?  Mr. Giangregorio said actually the trailers are going out and they are going to stay out.  Right now it doesn’t look like much but after it is paved and striped then you will see it.

AUDIENCE COMMENTS

There were five audience members who stated they were in favor of this application.

Rebecca Kilborn said as long as we put in the approval that the front spaces are all available for the new tenant for parking.  Mr. Giangregorio said once the dumpsters are removed there will be plenty of room.

Kenneth Scholes said I have no problem with this he is a young guy starting his own business I would vote for it.
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Robert Pariseau said I would like to see this happen and I would vote favorably on it.  Just remember that you have three tenants right upon you and try to keep the noise down, I wish you well.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the finding for the proposed use change as explained (use half of building for personal training facility) as it will not be substantially more detrimental than what presently exists, also a condition that the tenant will have parking spaces in the front for clients.  Kenneth Scholes seconded.  All in favor.
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
