JOAN SHERMAN (#16-4647) Requesting a special permit for an existing Extended Family Living Area (EFLA) on an undersized lot and oversized in area in accordance with Section 9.3.3.2 & 3 of the Danvers Zoning Bylaws at 15 TRINITY STREET

Joan Sherman said we purchased the house eight years ago and the EFLA was already existing, my parents lived there and then my daughter and son-in-law move into the house and I have just moved to the EFLA.  I recently applied to refinance my mortgage and the underwriters replied that I could not do it because it was not an approved in-law.  I am going to put an addition on the original side of the building, add a second floor for my daughter, son-in-law and two grandchildren. 

Kenneth Scholes said the addition side is the only side that is going up one floor the main house will not.  Ms. Sherman said the main house is where the addition is going up, the in-law apartment is to the left, it is a ranch.  Mr. Scholes said no other driveways it will just be the existing?  Ms. Sherman said yes.

Robert Cignetti said all you want is what is already there.  Ms. Sherman said basically I just need approval for what is already there.

Rebecca Kilborn said how big is the EFLA?  Ms. Sherman said 750 or a little bigger?  Mr. Maloney said 897, the previous owner had done it illegally they had a window of opportunity to grandfather it and they didn’t she bought it like that, back then people weren’t as diligent checking.  So she was very forthright we went out there and looked at it and I said this is the avenue to go to make it legal.
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AUDIENCE COMMENTS

A neighbor asked about the undersized lots in the area.  The building inspector explained that the town did a major zoning change in 1963 and increased the lot sizes so every lot in Woodvale became nonconforming as to size.

The applicant’s daughter stated she was in favor of this application.

Kenneth Scholes said I don’t have a problem with this.

Robert Cignetti said I will vote for this it is already there.

Rebecca Kilborn said I will vote for this.

Robert Pariseau said I will also vote for this.

Robert Cignetti moved the board to grant the special permit for the existing Extended Family Living Area (EFLA) as presented;
·  The municipal water and sewer systems shall not become overloaded by the proposed use.
· The public streets shall not become overloaded by proposed use.
· The value of other land and buildings will not be depreciated by the proposed use.
· The specific site is an appropriate location for this use or structures.
· The use developed will not adversely affect the neighborhood.
· There will not be an undue nuisance or serious hazard to vehicles or pedestrians, and adequate and appropriate facilities will be provided to ensure the proper operation of the proposed use.
· The proposed use or structure will be in harmony with the general purpose of this bylaw.
Rebecca Kilborn seconded.  All in favor.
