BOARD OF HEALTH MINUTES – June 5, 2014 

Danvers Town Hall, One Sylvan Street, Danvers, MA 01923
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Martha Swindell, in the Town Manager’s Conference Room at the Danvers Town Hall, One Sylvan Street, Danvers, Massachusetts 01923 with the reading of the public notice, posted by the Town Clerk. Also in attendance were: Edmund Kowalski, Member; Peter Mirandi, Board of Health Director; Heather Luciani, Consultant; Allison Jopling, Public Health Nurse; Peter King, FDA Tobacco Control; Christian Giumba, Owner of Endicott Liquors. Dr. Thomas McLaughlin was excused.
Approval of Minutes – May 1, 2014
May 1, 2014

Mr. Kowalski moved to accept the minutes pending corrections. Mrs. Swindell seconded. All were in favor and the motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS
Due to the nature of this business items, the Chair moved new business items to the top of the agenda.

Endicott Liquors: Mr. Giumba the owner of Endicott Liquors was present tonight. Mr. King, FDA Inspector walked the board through the violations that resulted in the suspension of Mr. Giumba's Permit to Sell Tobacco Products as well as a $200 fine. After much discussion, the board ruled that in accordance with the regulation and Endicott Liquors license is suspended for seven (7) days as well as a $200 fine. Mr. Giumba stated that on June 8, 2014 he will remove all tobacco products from the shelves. He also presented Mr. Mirandi with the $200 fine.

Public Health Nurse Mirandi introduced Allison Jopling, RN as the new public health nurse. Allison talked about her background and early expectation of the job she began earlier in the week.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH
Permits and Licensing Report: Mirandi informed the board that Mark has inspected all 
semi-public and public pools. He is also testing Sandy Beach weekly. The board requested an update on the body art permit that acquired a variance in April. Mirandi reported that the business did not move ahead with its plans to open a body piercing business. An updated food inspection list is not available due to the recently hired contracted inspector with the DIG.

Public Health Violations/nuisances Investigations Reports: Mr. Mirandi informed the board 
that there is no good way to run the report and that Heather (Public Health Consultant) is 
working on it.
PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICES
Public Health Nurses Report: Allison Jopling had no briefing at this time.
Disease Control/ Epidemiologist's Report: Mr. Mirandi informed the board that training for Jopling is forthcoming. In the meantime, he was checking in on MAVEN routinely.
Emergency Preparedness: Mirandi informed the board that the call-down list is being updated. Mr. Kowalski questioned if the new Public Health Nurse would be involved. Mirandi confirmed that she would. 
Sun Safety:  Mirandi informed the board that Ruth had a  sun safety display down at the senior center. 
Tobacco Control: Mirandi commended the board on their action with the tobacco sales violator and assured them that he would follow up with an inspection of the all tobacco products.

 ANIMAL HEALTH
Mr. Mirandi informed the board that there was a new animal control officer intern from North Shore Community College. Her name is Kara Melanson. More information is to come.
OLD BUSINESS
Sun Safety Regulation first Draft: Mr. Mirandi informed the board that there is still and October deadline for approving this regulation. Danvers CARES may be poised to assist with the outreach in September.

Board of Health Disposal Regulation Discussion: Mr. Mirandi recommended that any further action on this project – how to proceed with our regulation of garbage disposals – be allayed until after the completion of the Sun Safety Regulation 

313 Maple Street: Mr. Mirandi Informed the board that the house is not boarded up yet but, will be as soon as Mark returns from vacation. Owners are aware that they are responsible for the cost of the boarding up. The cost will be reflected in the tax bill.

Conifer Hill: Mrs. Swindell informed the board that the sanitary conditions of the dumpster had greatly improved since Mirandi’s inspection showed otherwise. Mirandi 
informed the board that they will continue to monitor the dumpsters; the owner’s attorney is aware of the action taking place.

Londi's: The board commented on the report submitted by the food safety consultant and agreed that a sample inspection form, used by Town Inspectors, would be helpful before next month.  
The board would also like to see more detains on the training activities.

Covanta: There was general discussion on the process and
 the plot plan provided by Covanta as an attachment to the DEP permit requirements. The board questioned whether they would be removing existing trees and the trailer park location reflected on the drawing.  Mirandi informed the 
board that a public hearing in August must be scheduled and promised to provide outreach to residents of the trailer park. 
ADJOURNMENT
With no further business, Mr. Kowalski motioned to adjourn. Mrs. Swindell seconded. All were in favor. The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 8:40 pm.
