1.  Accept Minutes

2.  Financials

Lenny Marshall reviewed the financials through November 30, 2012. Peter Lovell made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded.

3.  PP&FA for December 2012

Chuck Underhill presented the PP&FA for January 2013, followed by a brief discussion with the Board. He relayed the recommendation to increase the PP&FA charges for residential from $0.04375 to $0.04610 and for all others from $0.04375 to $0.04610.  Joe Younger made a motion to accept and Peter Lovell seconded.

4.  Miscellaneous

· Lenny Marshall updated the Board on MaDukes.  They are still behind in payment.  Lenny stated if a decision is made to shut off power the board will be notified.


  










· Coleen reviewed a draft of the 2013 budget.  She stated that the team met with Wayne Marquis, Town Manager on January 14th and that the budget will be presented to the Selectmen on March 12th.
· Chuck Underhill reviewed with the Board the 3.5% cost of service increase which will go in effect February 1, 2013.  He stated that by increasing the rate it will improve our cash flow.  It was discussed we may keep this rate shift due to an increase in expenses.  The increase on an average bill of $67 will be $2.40.  Most residents will not notice an increase due to normal fluctuation in rates.
· The Board members signed the DPU rate filing.
· Coleen advised the Board of the 13 Dunn Middle School 6th grade art class students whose artwork was chosen for this year’s DPW calendar on Electric Safety.  After an electric safety presentation by Division personnel, the artists got to work.  Thirteen students were presented awards at the Selectmens Meeting held the previous Tuesday.  The original art work is currently on display at Town Hall.

Joe Younger motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9:35 A.M and Peter Lovell seconded.   The next meeting is scheduled for April 9th.
