The meeting was called to order at 8:30 A.M.



1.  Accept Minutes

Prior to approval of the minutes Lenny Marshall would like to have added under Financials his continuing concerns about the negative balance of the divisions maintenance cash account.

A motion was made to approve the April 14, 2015 meeting minutes by Stan Svensson and was seconded by Jim Evans.  The motion passed. 


2.  Financials

Lenny Marshall reviewed the financials through April 30, 2015.  Lenny reiterated his ongoing concerns about the negative cash balance in the divisions maintenance cash account.  Stan Svensson made a motion to accept and Jim Evans seconded.  The motion passed.


3.  PP&FA

Chuck Underhill presented the PP&FA for May 2015, followed by a brief discussion with the Board. · Town Council Budget – have not received breakdown of hours.  Should receive after town meeting.
· LED Street Lighting Bid – Yrinee Michaelidis sent a bid to town hall.  It should be advertised this week.
· Remphos is a company in Danvers.  We hope they submit a bid.
· 6th Feeder – Large project.  Will take about 2 years.  Mark Piccarini met with resident and we will redo their parking lot.  Stephanie will set up a time for the Board to visit the area with Mark Piccarini.
· PEAKR Program – No responses have come in yet from request for bid.
· David handed out a page from the Site Plan Approval stating what he have in existence now on Site Lighting.
· Chuck Underhill and staff will review the document to see if we need to make any updates.
· The board will be provided with their recommendations.
· 1 Burroughs Street – Roof top unit work is in process.
· Solar Array Training for Fire Department – Jim Evans stated that the Woburn Electrical School offers training classes.  He will get the contact information to Stephanie.
· State Bill Tax Audit – Peter Korpusik said the audit is still in process.
