The meeting was called to order at 8:30 A.M.

1.  Accept Minutes

Minutes were accepted for the April 24, 2012, meeting by Joe Younger and seconded by Larry Crowley. 

2.  Financials

Lenny Marshall reviewed the financials through March 2012.  Walter Milano made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded. 

3.  PP&FA for May 2012

Chuck Underhill reviewed the PP&FA for April 2012, with the Board. The recommendation is to reduce the PP&FA charges for residential and all others to $0.05178.  Walter Milano made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded.

4.  Miscellaneous

Dave Lane gave an update on the High Street, Elliot Street, Maple Street, Route 1 and Essex Aggie Projects.

Joe mentioned he received an email from a resident at Pickering and Charles Streets.  The resident is encroaching with beautification and wanted to know if Danvers Electric can keep the vegetation spraying to a minimum.  Coleen said that spraying consists of spot treatment of Round Up or similar.  The specifics are found in the Vegetation Management Plan which is on the website.






4.  Miscellaneous (continued)


Larry Crowley commented on the perceived distraction between Police detail and Electric employees at job sites which could impact public safety.  Coleen said that communication between ground supervisors and Police is imminent as trucks readjust frequently.  She would reiterate the importance of Mr. Crowley’s concern at her next staff meeting.

Lenny Marshall reviewed the Electric Smart Meter Opt-Out Program.  Any customer who chooses not to convert to a standard wireless meter will pay an initial charge of $35 per meter which will appear on the customer’s first bill following the date the customer chooses this alternative.  A recurring monthly charge of $21.50 will also appear on the customer’s first bill following the date the customer chooses this alternative.  

The Board Members congratulated Clint Allen on a job well done with his efforts on generating the new comprehensive Terms and Conditions.  Walter Milano asked if the Board needs to approve the Terms and Conditions.  Coleen answered they need to accept the Danvers Electric Terms and Conditions and need to approve and sign the newly revised Tariff documents for DPU filing, including the new AMI Opt Out and Net Metering Tariffs.

Coleen advised the Board that the final draft of the Terms and Conditions will be sent out to the MLB, Wayne Marquis, David Lane, Lenny Marshall, Town Counsel, Electric Utility Counsel for final review.  In addition, a separate review and approval of the revised Tariffs, which is scheduled to be voted on by the MLB at the next scheduled meeting.

David Lane mentioned the Water and Sewer have a Rules and Regulations book which will also be updated.

Larry Crowley motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9:35 A.M and Joe Younger seconded.   The next meeting is scheduled for June 19, 2012.
