1.  Accept Minutes

Minutes were accepted for the May 20, 2014 meeting by Walter Milano and seconded by Peter Lovell.  


2.  Financials

Lenny Marshall reviewed the financials through April 30, 2014.  Peter Lovell made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded.  The motion passed.




3.  PP&FA for June 2014

Chuck Underhill presented the PP&FA for June 2014, followed by a brief discussion with the Board. He discussed the recommendation to increase the PP&FA charges for residential from $0.05936 to $0.06382 and for all others from $0.06212 to $0.06777.    Peter Lovell made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded.  The motion passed.


4.  Miscellaneous 

· Lenny Marshall mentioned the financial auditors should be at the September meeting to present the CY 2013 audit.
· David Lane updated the Board on the Demand Response Bid.  He mentioned the Board will receive more information on the residential and commercial program.
· Program 1 targets G2 and G3 customers.  We met with Mass General Hospital and reviewed top 25 customers to strategize on who else we could use.  We may target Costco.  
· Program 2 targets residential and G1.  Incentives and a banner are being worked on.
· David Lane mentioned the Board of Selectmen are very interested in the double pole report.  We are working on Maple Street and Endicott Plaza.
· David Lane updated the Board on the Middleton Right of Way.  We received the check from Middleton for the 2013 and 2014 taxes.  The next step is for MELD to have an appraisal done.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The old Fisheries building is under full construction to get the place up and running with the new owners.
· The following was brought up by the Board for discussion:
· Covanta – The letter needed to be discussed with Town Counsel.  It should go out this week.
· Water Division move – The property the town was interested in on Southside Road is at a legal impasse.  Town Counsel said we cannot do a lease with the tenant and the landlord wants them to stay.  The town is looking at a couple other properties; the old Nautilus building and a property on Harbor Street.
· SCADA Room – The Selectmen have not been for a tour.
· Brush cutting at Pickering Street and Rail Trail – A resident called with concerns about the brush cutting.  Mark Piccarini thought one of our engineers had a discussion with a Pickering Street resident already on this same topic.  Will follow up.
