The meeting was called to order at 7:40 A.M.

1.  Accept Minutes

Minutes were accepted for the July 30, 2013, meeting by Joe Younger and seconded by Peter Lovell. 

2.  Financials

Lenny Marshall reviewed the financials through June 30, 2013.  Peter Lovell made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded.

3.  PP&FA for August 2013

Chuck Underhill presented the PP&FA for August 2013, followed by a brief discussion with the Board. He discussed the recommendation to decrease the PP&FA charges for residential from $0.07030 to $0.07001 and for all others from $0.07137 to $0.07105.  Joe Younger made a motion to accept and Peter Lovell seconded.

4.  Miscellaneous

· Chuck Underhill spoke about the August 13th DOE visit.  They were impressed with how Smart Grid is integrated into the system.  The DOE’s main concern is making sure the money is being spent.  He said Peter Korpusik spoke about AMI, Diane Norris spoke about Cyber Security and he reviewed Distribution Automation.  We should have the report in 4 to 6 weeks.  A copy will be sent to the Board.





4.  Miscellaneous (continued)

· Chuck mentioned a sampling of LED street lights are being tested at the intersection of Burley Avenue and Lindall Street.  These new lights use less energy and are lower maintenance.  RemPhos Technologies located at 90 Holten Street is one LED light manufacturer being tested.
· Walter Milano asked if the system energy usage went up in July due to the heat waves.  Chuck stated yes.
· Lenny Marshall updated the Board on the search for a new Utility Director.  To date, approximately 20 responses to the ads have come in.  A couple of these were internal applications.  It is a little slow due to the summer, should pick up in the fall.  
· Chuck spoke about 1 and 2 Burroughs Street converting from a key entry to fob.  Each employee’s access depends on their security level.  The visual of the cameras located in the parking lot at 2 Burroughs Street is being upgraded to cover some of the weaker areas.  External motion detectors are being installed.
· Joe Younger asked if any of the neighboring communities have instituted a Smart Grid program.  National Grid in Worcester has a pilot program and Marblehead has a small one.
· Peter Lovell asked if the Board could be invited again to the employee appreciation breakfast held during Public Power week in October.
· Peter Lovell passed out a couple of articles he found in the Boston Globe.
