The meeting was called to order at 8:30 A.M.

1.  Accept Minutes

Minutes were accepted for the August 20, 2013, meeting by Joe Younger and seconded by Peter Lovell. 

2.  Financials

Peter Korpusik reviewed the financials through July 31, 2013.  Peter Lovell made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded.

3.  PP&FA for September 2013

Clint Allen presented the PP&FA for September 2013, followed by a brief discussion with the Board. He discussed the recommendation to decrease the PP&FA charges for residential from $0.07030 to $0.06732 and for all others from $0.07137 to $0.06936.  Joe Younger made a motion to accept and Peter Lovell seconded.

4.  Miscellaneous

· David Lane mentioned the Electric Divisions audit went well.  A report will be presented to the Board at either the October or November MLB meeting.
· Peter Lovell asked how the search was going for a new Utility Director.  David stated there are 2 in-house candidates and 1 outside.  Interviews will be scheduled for next week with Wayne Marquis, David Lane and Steve Delaney.






4.  Miscellaneous (continued)

· Clint Allen spoke about the LED street lights which are being tested at the intersection of Burley Avenue and Lindall Street.  He mentioned there is an on-line survey asking the residents for their feedback.  To date the response has been positive.
· David Lane spoke about a study being done about the poles in the square.  Currently there are 2 different types of poles; square shoebox and decorative acorn.  A plan is being put together to replace them possibly with LED fixtures.  
· David Lane passed out information regarding the Net Metering Policy.  Presently, we have 2 commercial systems and 2 residential systems.  Reviewed interconnection guidelines.  The Danversport Yacht Club is actively pursuing installing 250kW system and there has been a lot of residential system (> 10kW) interest.
· David Lane spoke about the Master Power Supply Agreement proposal.  These are bilateral agreements that permit parties to quickly and easily enter into power supply purchases of varying pricing and duration.  David will be meeting with Wayne Marquis to discuss pursing.
· Kelly Volkswagen is currently installing a 1.2 kW wind turbine.
· David Lane spoke about a new bi-lateral power supply proposal Covanta Haverhill.  We have to negotiate the Consumer Price Index, possibly get a home town discount. 
1.  Quantity:  5MW per hour, flat block (24*7) produced by the Seller’s Covanta Haverhill facility
2.	Contract Price:  $55/MWh with annual CPI based escalator
3.	Term:  10 years starting 1/1/2014
· Peter Lovell asked about the solar dump.  David mentioned that Clint Allen and our new Civil Engineer, Mike Nelson have been asked to work on assessing the solar and fill development.
· Peter Lovell passed out an article he found in the Boston Globe regarding wind power.
· David Lane spoke about Public Power week.  He passed out invitations to the Board for the Employee Appreciation breakfast and lunch which are taking place October 8th and 9th.  Open House is scheduled from 4:00 to 7:00 on October 10th.

Joe Younger motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 am and Peter Lovell seconded.   The next meeting is scheduled for October 22, 2013 at 8:30 am.
