The meeting was called to order at 8:30 A.M.

1.  Accept Minutes

Minutes were accepted for the September 18, 2012, meeting by Walter Milano and seconded by Joe Younger. 

2.  Financials

Lenny Marshall reviewed the financials through August 31, 2012. Walter Milano made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded. 

3.  PP&FA for October 2012

Chuck Underhill presented the PP&FA for October 2012, followed by a brief discussion with the Board. He relayed the recommendation to reduce the PP&FA charges for residential at $0.04375 and for all others to $0.04375.  The Cost of Service Study currently being prepared will ensure that power supply and operations and maintenance are covered by the rate.  Walter Milano made a motion to accept and Joe Younger seconded.

4.  Miscellaneous

· Peter Lovell was introduced at the meeting as the new MLB Member, replacing the vacancy left by Larry Crowley.  Peter said that he is excited about the next couple of years and looks forward to being part of the Municipal Light Board.
· The power at Ma Dukes was shut off on October 21st for non-payment.  Lenny Marshall mentioned that shutoff is a last resort and that all efforts to work a payment plan with the customer were unsuccessful.







· Peter Korpusik gave an update on AMI.  The installation of the electric meters is almost complete, and as of last week approximately 7100 water meters have been installed and should be substantially completed by the end of the year.

Peter Lovell asked if there are any residents who refuse to have a new meter.  Lenny explained the “opt out plan” and said there were only 3 who have opted out.
· Coleen gave an update on Pole Attachment Agreements.  She is working with our attorney to develop contracts.  She indicated that telecommunication attachments, by a qualified service provider are allowed to attach per the Department of Telecommunication and Energy but that it was a new process since the town has no other attachments with the exception of fire, telephone and CATV.
· Walter Milano asked about the double poles.  Coleen indicated that a copy of the double pole summary sheet would be emailed.
 
Walter Milano motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9:40 A.M and Joe Younger seconded.   The next meeting is scheduled for November 20, 2012.
