The meeting was called to order at 8:30 A.M.

1.  Accept Minutes

Minutes were accepted for the October 23, 2012, meeting by Walter Milano and seconded by Pete Lovell. 

2.  Financials
Lenny Marshall reviewed the financials through September 30, 2012. Lenny expressed his concern again for cash deficit and rate review. Walter Milano made a motion to accept and Pete Lovell seconded.

3.  PP&FA for November 2012

Chuck Underhill presented the PP&FA for November 2012, followed by a brief discussion with the Board. He relayed the recommendation to maintain the PP&FA charges for residential at $0.04375 and for all others at $0.04375.  A meeting has been scheduled for November 27th to discuss the Cost of Service Estimate for 2013.  The results will be discussed at the December 18th meeting.  Walter Milano made a motion to accept and Pete Lovell seconded.
4.  Miscellaneous
· Peter Lovell asked why the PP&FA consumption rates are not the same on Exhibit 1, Comparisons of the Current and Proposed PP&FA Factors and the November Residential Bill comparison chart.  After a brief discussion it was decided to leave Exhibit 1 at 500kWh, but going forward remove the comment “Average Residential Bill Estimated for this Billing Cycle” at the bottom of the page.  The rate comparison chart will remain at 750kWh.

· Lenny Marshall gave an update on Ma Dukes.  Approximately 2/3 of what they owed was paid and a payment plan for the remaining balance was agreed upon.

Pete Lovell asked about our policy for shutting off power.  Lenny stated we work closely with the DPU and with the customer.

· Chuck Underhill said the AMI mass meter change out is expected to be complete February 2013.  All but approximately 50 electric meters have been installed and over 8000 water meters have been replaced.

· David Lane stated there have been two thefts of wire from the backyard.  The police are involved and are investigating.  Coleen mentioned that other security measures are being looked at; cameras or possibly an alarm system hooked to the gate.

· Coleen O’Brien spoke about the Electrical Safety Presentation made to the 6th grade class at the Holton Richmond School.  The 6th graders will create electric safety posters which will be judged and included in the 2013 calendar.

· Peter Lovell shared an article he found in the Boston Globe about Spacer Cables.

Walter Milano motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9:35 A.M and Joe Younger seconded.   The next meeting is scheduled for December 18, 2012.
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
