PROCEDURE FOR OBTAINING A BUILDING PERMIT 

RESIDENTIAL ACCESSORY STRUCTURES (SHEDS, GARAGES, ETC.)

1. Submit a building permit application (available at Town Hall) with the applicable fee. $8.00 per $1,000.00 of the estimated construction cost, (round up to the next whole thousand, minimum charge $25).

2.  Attach a plot plan showing where the proposed building is to be located on the property with the distances to lot lines indicated on the plan.

3. Structures equal to or less than 120 square feet in area and 10 feet or less in height to the highest point, may be placed 5 feet from the side and rear lot lines. Structures greater than 120 square feet or more than 10 feet high must be placed according to the setbacks of the zoning district: R I - 8 feet, R II - 15 Feet, R III - 20 feet.  All structures must meet the minimum street setback for that zoning district.

4. Plans: No building construction plans are required for structures less than 120 square feet in area; For other structures, the following applies:

a. If the structure is pre-assembled, attach a copy of the manufacturer's specification sheet.

b. If the shed is to be constructed, attach a framing plan for Building Inspector review.

c. A detail of the foundation is necessary.

5. The Building Inspector will review the application and upon approval, a building permit will be issued. This process takes a few days if no other approvals (Zoning, Conservation, Etc.) are required and if the application is complete.
