1. Submit three (3) sets of plans to the Fire Department for the approval of the SMOKE DETECTORS.
a. The location and the type (model number) of the detectors should be noted on the floor plan.

b. The Fire Department will issue a permit for the detectors and return two (2) sets of stamped and signed, approved plans.

2. Building Plans should have the minimum 

a. Elevation drawings( front, back, & sides)

b. Floor plans showing room designations (bedrooms, living room etc.)

c. Birds eye view framing plans (including beams etc.)

d. Energy audit (insulation)
3. Submit the two (2) sets of plans from the Fire Department to the Building                                                                                                                                                                                                                                             Inspectors Office together with a proposed site plan, along with: 

a. A building permit application with the permit fee - $10.00 per $1,000. of the estimated construction cost. (Rev 7/1/13).

b. A copy of any special board approvals, i.e. Planning Board, Zoning Board of Appeals, Conservation Commission, Historic Commission, etc., as applicable.

c. Water & Sewer permit application.

4. The building plans will be reviewed for approval and the sewer permit form will be forwarded to the proper departments for processing. 

5. If all approvals are given the building permit will be issued together with one (1) set of plans, showing any necessary corrections.
